Rally Secretary Report� (As read out on the members evening)





On next year’s listings, we have several new rally venues


I would like to thank all of the people who have already sent the proformas to me. It has made it easier for me to plan, especially when I am new to this job, and just learning the ropes. I do still require a few proformas back. In the past these sometimes have not been necessary, but this year the committee has decided that all rallies and functions must have a current proforma completed before being entered into the handbook. These must be completed by the rally officer running the rally, so that we get every detail correct, especially phone numbers and addresses. It was also asked that the rally officer try to add postcodes to the venue, as this makes it easier for people who use sat nav systems.


If you have not completed your proforma, could I please have these as a matter of urgency. If anyone requires a blank copy please contact me


All rally’s outside our area  require 4B clearance from the relative centre. This involves me sending a request to the centre involved, and awaiting a positive reply. These rallies nearly always are approved, but if the host centre declines the rally, they would not be allowed to go ahead. This happens in reverse also, and I have dealt with a lot of requests for other centres to rally in our area, which have all been approved for next year so far.





Rallies within North Yorkshire Moors National Parks have to go to the caravan club who then ask for permission from national parks for these to go ahead. These are always applied for well in advance, and this year the application for next year’s rallies had to be in by May. Due to unforeseen circumstances such as a change in school holiday dates next year and no confirmed dates for things such as castleton show, changes to this years National parks list have been quite a lot. I have requested that Janet Pereira at the Caravan club forward all of these changes on our behalf. Hopefully we will be aware of the decision before the handbook goes to print. If National Parks refuse any of the rallies, they will not be able to go ahead. Therefore I would like to stress to marshals who run rallies in National parks, please could you try to ensure the dates are correct when I send them in next year. I will contact you prior to me sending them in so you can confirm dates.





We have several new venues next year. These include:-


1. Hillside Caravan Park, Knayton. – 1st to 3rd February. This will be held on pitches with electric hook up, and will be run by a new rally officer, Jeff Bringloe


2. Wetherby Racecourse – 7th to 9th March . This will be run by Alan Gilbert and Nigel hustwick, and may incorporate a social in the function room on site.


3. Nawton, Station Road, near helmsley. This has been booked for Easter, 21st to 24th March. It is a commercial site with a rally field. As yet we have no rally officers, so if anyone is interested, PLEASE see me after this meeting.


4. Darts and Dominoes Rally at Upper Carr caravan Park, Malton Road, Pickering. This will involve competitions, and will be run by Geoff and carol Duke.


5. Ashfield Caravan Park, Kirby Misperton, Malton, - 18th to 20th April. This site is next to Flamingo Land, and the rally is at the end of the Easter school holidays, hopefully to attract children. This will be run by Harry and myself.


6. Caldwell, Winston nr Darlington – 18th to 20th April. This is a new rally venue, and will be run by Stan and June Gelson.


7. Darlington Railway Museum – 16th to 18th May. This will involve reduced entry fees for ralliers to the newly refurbished museum. It will be run by a new Rally officer, Colin Chambers. As yet this rally does not have a co marshal, so if you are interested, please see me after the meeting.


8. A new Holiday Rally is to run at York Rugby Club, 24th to 31st May. This will be run by Tony and Maureen Wilkinson.


9. Canvas Farm, Knayton. – 18th to 20th July. This is a brand new Rally field, and this rally will be run by a new rally officer, Jeff Bringloe.


10. A new Holiday Rally at Peacock Farm, Cromer, Norfolk is to take place on 9th to 17th August. This promises to be a fun packed week, and is run by Chris Steele.


11. Coxwold Playing fields, near Helmsley, is to recommence next year, and will be run by Tony and Maureen Wilkinson.








Unfortunately, we have lost some venues for next year. These include Wheldrake and Houghall College, Durham. 





There are still a few weekends in the programme that do not have rallies booked in. If you would like to run a rally on any of these, I have details of some rally venues, which may be of interest to you, all within our local area. Please ask me for details.
